Year 11 Destinations 2024

This information has been compiled by the Hampshire County Council Data and Systems Team
for Hampshire schools and academies. This data is based on the cohort of young people who
were recorded as being academically aged Year 11 and in a Hampshire establishment on 31st
May 2024, and information presented is a snapshot of that cohort as of 1st November 2024.

The chart below shows that 97% of Perins School Year 11s in 2024 moved into further
education or apprenticeships.
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The same chart showing the total Hampshire cohort indicates that 92.8% of Hampshire Year 11
leavers moved into Higher education or apprenticeships. The percentage for Perins School is
higher in comparison to the rest of Hampshire.
